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Prof. Liu Liang is currently the Hong Kong Baptist University’s Dean of School of Chinese Medicine and Chair Professor in Chinese Medicine. He is a specialist and expert in research and development of Chinese Medicine, Botanical Drug Product, Biology and Biotechnology, and treatment of Rheumatic and Arthritic Diseases.
Graduated from the Guangzhou University of Traditional Chinese Medicine in 1990, Prof. Liu obtained his doctorate degree of Philosophy in Medicine (Integration of Chinese-Western Medicine) at his alma mater. Since 1992, he had worked at Medical School Hannover and Institute of Immunology and Rheumatism, Max-Planck-Gesellschaft at the University of Erlangen-Nuremberg in Germany, engaging in the research of anti-inflammation and immunity. After returning to his alma mater, Prof. Liu was appointed as the Vice-President and supervisor for Ph.D candidates in 1997. He became the First Vice-President in 1999. 
Prof. Liu joined the Hong Kong Baptist University in August 2000 as the Executive Associate Dean of the School of Chinese Medicine and has become the Dean since January 2001. 
Prof. Liu is dedicated to the comprehensive development and further promotion of Chinese medicine both at the School and in Hong Kong. He was the Advisory Member of the Western Pacific Region of World Health Organization for setting up a guidance of academic educational programme. He is currently the members of the Chinese Medicine Council of Hong Kong, the Working Group of Task Force of Primary Care of HKSAR, the University Council and the Senior Executive Committee of Hong Kong Baptist University.
Prof. Liu has vigorously promoted integration of Chinese and Western Medicine in the scientific research development of Chinese medicine and herbal pharmacology. He has accomplished outstanding research works in anti-inflammation and regulation of immunity, clinical treatment of rheumatic diseases with Chinese medicine and development of new Chinese drugs. He was awarded the State Award of Chinese Outstanding Young Scientists in 1998 and Honorary Fellowship by the Canadian Chartered Institute of Business Administration in 2009.  
Prof. Liu is prolific in academic research with over 200 contributions published on a number of international academic journals and delivered in various conferences over the years. He has won 11 academic awards in the field of Chinese medicine research in the State or Provincial Awards, including the Second Class Award of the State Award for Advancement of Sciences and Technologies of China. He has also successfully applied for two US non-provisional patents and one China non-provisional patent.
Prof. Liu has been engaging wide-ranging research projects funded by the Research Grants Council of Hong Kong, the Hong Kong Jockey Club Institute of Chinese Medicine, the Hong Kong Baptist University and the collaborative funds in the Mainland. His main focus in clinical practice is treating autoimmune conditions such as rheumatoid arthritis using Chinese medications.
Prof. Liu is currently an Invited Member of the Project Assessment Panel of the National Natural Science Foundation of China. He was also the Expert Committee Member on New Drug Discovery and Exploration under the Ministry of Science and Technology of China.  He also serves at the Accreditation Board for Chinese Medicine and Technology under the State Administration of Traditional Chinese Medicine. He is also Vice Director of Professional Chinese Medicine Committee under Chinese Academy of Integrative Medicine, and one of the Panel Judges of Guangdong Provincial Award for the Advancement of Sciences and Technologies of China. 
Prof. Liu is committed in local public service.  He serves as Adviser for Traditional Chinese Medicine of World Health Organization, Member of Hong Kong Chinese Medicine Council, Court Member and Council Member of Hong Kong Baptist University, Standing Committee Member of World Federation of Chinese Medicine Societies and Executive Member of China Association of Chinese Medicine. In recent years, Prof. Liu is actively seeking greater participation of Chinese Medicine sector in the Legislative Council. He also devotes himself to education and promotion of Chinese medicine for overseas and local students.
